Dear Parishioners and Friends, 
 

This Sunday reminds us of the apparition of Jesus to seven of His 

disciples near the Sea of Tiberius. He repeats the Gospel of 

Hawareyeen Tuesday. A miraculous catch by the Living Word and 

the power of the Risen Lord Jesus symbolizes the fishing of men 

at the hands of the Apostles. The Church fathers see the net as a 

symbol of the Church and her mission, gathering in by the Risen 

Christ all nations of the earth, into the fullness of grace and                        

salvation. 
 

Jesus’ very first meeting and His last meeting with the Disciples 

tales place near the sea. On this last occasion, Peter and the others 

have gone fishing. They hadn’t caught a thing. When they ap-

proach the shore they see a man waiting for them. He asks them 

for some fish. They tell Him that they have caught nothing. He 

suggest they throw the nest out once more. This time they catch 

153 big fish. They realize that the Man on the shore is Jesus. 
 

Afterwards, Jesus said to them: “Come and have breakfast”. None 

of the disciples dare ask Him, “who are you?” They knew it was 

the Lord. They knew Him after breaking the bread with Him, and 

we know Jesus when we share at His banquet and eat His Body 

and Blood. Jesus likes to surprise us, and the best surprise is His 

Resurrection and His apparition to His disciples. It is a sign of 

hope for a better future. Remember that Jesus is waiting for you. 

Jesus comes at a time you won’t expect Him. He will come 

through the poor and the needy, and the sick.
