On this second Sunday of the month of August, our Church 

calendar celebrates the 12th Sunday in the Pentecost Season. 
 

This 12th Sunday focuses on the fruit of the mission of the 

Gospel and pagans in the upper Galilee, South Lebanon.     

Jesus, the Lord has answered her great faith and cured her 

daughter immediately. He said to her a word that He did not 

say to anyone, “Let is be done for you as you wish. “(Mt. 

15:28) 

Seeing Jesus going to the region of South Lebanon, Tyre, and 

Sidon is an invitation to all nations for His kingdom. The 

three rejections of Jesus: First, “He did not say a word in    

answer to her.” Second, “He answered His disciples, “I was 

sent only to the lost sheep to the house of Israel!” Third, He 

answered her, “It is not right to take the food of the children 

and throw it to the dogs.” This cannot be understood as a test 

of faith of the pagan mother.  Salvation began by the Jews to 

all nations is a lesson to his disciples after His death and        

Resurrection. The old Jewish generations consider Jews, 

“children of God and pagans are “dogs”. Jesus said to her, 

“Oh woman, great is your faith!” From that moment her 

daughter was healed. In contrast it is not right to take the food 

of children and throw it to the dogs, rather it is an invitation to 

all nations to participate in the redemptive banquet of the 

Holy Eucharist.
