PASTOR’S CORNER

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

On behalf of Deacon Mike Magyar, Deacon John Sfire and
Deacon Chris Nahra, the parish staff, and myself, I would like
to wish all of you and your loved ones a very blessed and
Merry Christmas! This holy day, often marked by parties,
dinners, presents, songs, and decorations, reminds us of God’s
presence, love, and fidelity. God has become like us to
redeem us. Whenever I reflect on the first Christmas, I am
often struck by the fact that the greatest act the world has ever
experienced, the birth of its own Creator, went relatively
unnoticed amid the passing routines of the world.
Commenting on that most sublime and silent night, Pope
Francis reflected on St. Luke’s observance that there was no
room for the Holy Family in the inn and challenged us to be
aware of Christ’s presence and to make room: “I am also
repeatedly struck by the Gospel writer’s almost casual remark
that there was no room for them at the inn. Inevitably the
question arises, what would happen if Mary and Joseph were
to knock at my door. Would there be room for them? And
then it occurs to us that Saint John takes up this seemingly
chance comment about the lack of room at the inn, which
drove the Holy Family into the stable.” He explores it more
deeply and arrives at the heart of the matter when he writes:
“he came to his own home, and his own people received him
not.”

This Christmas is an opportunity for us to make room for Him
who desires to enter under our roofs, to open the doors of our
hearts and receive Christ in the inns of our daily lives. He is
present to us through the sacraments, particularly the
Eucharist, our prayer, moments and experiences of grace and
providence, and in those in need. It is good to reflect upon the
question: Do I recognize and receive Jesus in the Sunday
Eucharist, daily prayer, those in need, the homeless, the poor,
and the neglected?

May we also be aware of Christ’s presence in those close to
us. Perhaps there is a family member who needs a prayer or a
neighbor who needs someone to listen.
