THE MISSION OF THE SEVENTY-TWO 
 

On this 4th of July weekend and the first Sunday of the month, we 

celebrate the 7th Sunday of the Pentecost Season. 
 

This Sunday celebrates the calling of the seventy-two disciples 

and sending them forth, the same as the twelve apostles. The     

number seventy is the number of elders Moses appointed to assist 

him in the desert (Numbers 11:16). 
 

It is an indication of the numbers of the pagan nations, which is an 

introduction that the mission of the Church is not exclusive to the 

twelve alone in Palestine but as a preparation to their                          

evangelization to all nations. 
 

We will find in Luke alone that Jesus is calling, instructing and 

equipping them: “Greet no one along the way: (Like 10:4) because 

of the limited time, and proclaiming the kingdom of God does not 

allow us to postpone and waste any time.” 
 

For the only concern of a true apostle is to proclaim the Good 

News, not self-seeking comfort selecting people’s homes, and 

avoiding any distractions from fulfilling their task. 
 

Jesus chooses us also to be missionaries in the world, after                        

receiving the Sacraments and being filled with God’s grace. The 

call of the Church is to love, welcome, invite and empower         

ourselves and each other for the greater Glory of God and the      

salvation of all. 
 

A word from Pope Francis ~ “Even today we can risk not getting 

close to Jesus because we don’t feel big enough, because we don’t 

think ourselves worthy. This is a great temptation; it has to do not 

only with self-esteem, but with faith itself.”
