This weekend we celebrate Trinity Sunday. The doctrine of 

the Holy Trinity may seem abstract when we first think about 

it: there is one God consisting of three divine persons, to 

whom we refer to as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. However, 

God has revealed Himself to us as Father, Son, and Holy 

Spirit. The disciples witnessed Christ praying to the Father. 

Jesus said that He Himself was sent by the Father and has 

come to do the Father’s will. He promised that He would send 

an advocate, the Holy Spirit, from the Father. When Jesus was 

baptized, the Holy Spirit descended upon Him in the form of 

a dove and the voice of the Father was heard from the clouds. 

However, Jesus always spoke of them as one. They are one in 

mission, will, and substance. God is a Trinity, a communion 

of equal persons, who perfectly relate to and love one another. 
 

This is not self-enclosed and static, but dynamic and perfect. 

God, out of love for us whom He has made in His image and 

likeness, sent the Holy Spirit upon us at the moment of        

baptism to dwell within us, uniting us to the Son and thus 

making us adopted children of the Father. We share in this 

relationship, this union; we share in the life of the Trinity.  
 

Living in a state of grace is a condition of a person who is 

free from mortal sin and is living their life pleasing to God in 

a loving relationship and friendship with Him. It is the          

necessary condition of the soul at death in order to attain 

heaven. 
 

May we continue to care for that beautiful gift of grace by 

avoiding sin, living virtuously and charitably, and staying 

close to our Lord through prayer and the devout reception of 

the sacraments. Our Lord is kind is merciful; His grace is 

abundant and the Holy Spirit unites us and strengthens us. Let 

us continue to remember one another each day in prayer.
