In today’s Gospel, we see the importance of praying for others. 

We see an example of the great lengths we are called to go in      

order to bring the intentions of others to Christ in our prayers. 
 

Praying for the needs of others is an important part of our life as 

Christians.   

There are many people in our lives who need prayer. At times 

their needs are clear. Other times we may not know what to pray. 

Either way, when we pray for others, we join God in His work in 

their lives. Prayer opens the channels of God’s grace to work. Our 

prayers for others bring them before the throne of God.  The best 

prayer we can pray for them is, “Thy will be done.” In this way we 

place our trust in the mercy and goodness of God as His will is 

love and mercy itself.   
 

W h e n  W e  P r a y  f o r  O t h e r s ,                        

W e  S h a r e  i n  T h e i r  B u r d e n s  

It is humility that allows us to pray for others earnestly. Like 

Simon of Cyrene, we help to carry their cross. In Philippians, St. 

Paul reminds us to put others ahead of our needs and to consider 

the needs of others more important than our own. By praying for 

others, we are ministers in the work of salvation. God wants                    

everyone to be saved, and we are invited to be part of the work.  
 

W h e n  W e  P r a y  f o r  O t h e r s ,   

W e  L e a r n  t o  T r u s t  G o d  

If we depend on our own strength and abilities, we cannot                 

accomplish God's will. Only through surrendering to God is He 

able to work through us to accomplish His desires in our prayers 

for others. When we offer intercessory prayers, pleading with God 

on behalf of loved ones and friends, we place our trust in His     

sovereign ability. In humility, trust and depend on God to answer 

our prayers and give up our own agenda to fix things or to tell God 

how to handle a situation. When we pray for others, God will  

answer.  

W h e n  W e  P r a y  f o r  O t h e r s ,   

W e  A r e  A l s o  C h a n g e d  

Our prayers glorify God. Praying is not just a conversation. Prayer 

is praise for the work God will do through our prayers. When we 

pray for others, we are in communion with God who has the 

power to transform the hearts of others and bring change to their 

circumstances. At the same time, it also amends our hearts.

God hears when we pray for others, and He answers. The answer 

may not come quickly, nor be the reply that we expected. Or, But 

because God is gracious, we receive much more than we asked. 

Intercessory prayer is a never-ending opportunity to join God in 

His work while, at the same time, a chance to be                      

transformed both in heart and circumstance. With this in mind, let 

us always be alert and keep on praying for all the Lord's people. 

Not just a few are called to pray for others; we are all called to 

pray unceasingly for all of God's people.
