Dear Parishioners and Friends,

A word from Pope Francis ~ “Lent helps us and thus we leave
behind old habits and the lazy addiction to the evil that deceives
and ensnares us.”

I hope that Lent is going well for you.

Today we mark the Third Sunday of Lent. During these early
weeks of Lent, the Scripture readings and Mass prayers at our
weekday Masses invite us to seriously respond to the call to
conversion of heart that we heard on both Ash Monday and the
last two Sunday’s of Lent. We are encouraged to continue in our
efforts to enter into the season as best we can. The traditional
Lenten penances of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving are held up
before us as excellent ways of responding to this challenge to
faithfully live the Lenten season.
