On this second Sunday of October, we celebrate the 5th Sunday of 
the season of the Holy Cross. 
 

Last month on September 16th, we celebrated the first anniversary 
of the dedication of our Church. Thirteen months ago, Bishop      
Zaidan came to Clinton Township to solemnly dedicate the 
Church and consecrate the Altar. It is a special day because of the 
significance of the Church. It is in the Church where Christ resides 
in the tabernacle, where new life is given in baptism, where we are 
forgiven in the confessional, where we turn to God in good times 
and bad times, where faith and hope are increased by our          
devotions, where couples are united in the Sacrament of Holy 
Matrimony, where we come together in our daily lives to be united 
in the charity and grace of Christ who is really and truly present in 
the Holy Eucharist. The Church is the heart of the community. In 
the Church, heaven meets earth; God meets His people and         
sustains them.
